opened in his presence. The forms will be counted and inventory made and
authenticated by the Deputy Collector;
(i) Utilization certificates for the funds made available to the District and Tehsil
level functionaries and booking of expenditure under the appropriate heads

6. As indicated above, the payment of honorarium to Under Secretaries & Section
Officers at the State/UT Headquarters and Deputy Collectors (Census) at District
Headquarters will be made in two installments after Houselisting & Housing Census and
Population Enumeration. The second installment will, however, be paid on submission of
utilization certificate after completion of the census exercise.

7. As already advised in paragraph 14 of the background note sent a.o..s with this
office’s letter of even no. dated 31.12.2009, the States/UTs may consider making of the
payment of honorarium and'training allowance, on-line, directly to the bank accounts of
the functionaries, through State Bank of India, New Delhi, without incurring any additional

cost. This will facilitate early submission of utilization certificate after romplet:on of the
census exercise.

ode of recruitment to the posts of Peons:

8. Only retired Peons from offices of Central Govt /States/UTs would be engaged. by
the States/UTs, at a consolidated monthly payment of Rs. 5000/- for 18 months. These
persons would be multi-skilled and would be designated as “Messengers” instead of

Peons. States/UTs will, however, ensure that no “Messengers” are recruited from
any other source.
